Stary Oskol at Present

Stary Oskol is one of the six towns in Belgorod region which lies in the southern part of the middle-Russian upland on the banks of the Oskol River and its tributary Oskolets. The population of the Starooskolsky city district is about 300,000 citizens. The city has a wide network of railways and highways; The modern city of Stary Oskol is one of the centers of iron ore mining in the Kursk Magnetic Anomaly. Rich deposits of iron ores were discovered on the territory of our district and it became an industrial city. Now it gives half the iron ores mined in Russia. Major industrial enterprises include Auto-Tractor Electrical Equipment Plant (1959), Cement Plant (1966), Stoilensky Integrated Mine-and-Mill Works (Stoylensky Mining Concentration’s Complex, 1968), Electro-Metallurgical Plant (197€ Metallurgical Machine-Building Plant (1976) and several food industry plants. Now Stary Oskol is a centre of industry and trade, that’s wty it cooperates with many foreign companies.

Our city’s got 3 parts. They’re the central part (sometimes they call it Old Town), the north-eastern part (or New Town) and residential areas (or the southwestern part). Stary Oskol is a centre of culture and education of the region. It has a lot of places to have rest.

There are lots of faculties at universities and schools of institutes, comprehensive schools, colleges, vocational and educational establishments. One of the oldest schools is Municipal Establishment of General Education “Comprehensive Secondary School No. 5 with Advanced Courses of Some Subjects”.
